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Attaching the Display

1. Loosely attach two (2) M4 x 10 phillip screws to the top two mounting points of the display.

2. Insert the head of the screws through the keyhole slots on the PTM and then secure the bottom two (2) M4 x 10 phillip screws
to secure the flat panel to the mount, then tighten the upper M4 screws.

CAUTION: Do not over tighten the M4 screws.
